partners 
with Wales 
Manor 
Vineyard & 
Winery to 

form the Lone Star Wine Cellars partnership, and now the RRR half is expanding production capabilities.  A typical working day in the winery at Triple R 
Ranch & Winery consist of simple maintenance on the aging wine, checking the total acidity & sulfites, maybe racking a wine from one tank to another, or 
topping off the barrels of the 2004 Reserve Cabernet Sauvignon.  Over the last few weeks however, an expansion has kept everyone busy.  Last week 
Ron moved into his new building.  The addition is a 40 ft. by 70 ft. steal building that gives Ron the room and capacity to more than double his wine 
production.  "The moving process was not an easy one", Ron says.  There were hundreds of cases to move, new tanks to put in place, and 36 barrels of 
2004 & 2005 Reserve Cabernet Sauvignon weighing 750 lbs a piece to move and restack.  It took some time, to say the least.  

"Over the last few years, additions like a completely automated bottling line, several new stainless steel tanks and 18 additional French Oak Barrels really 
strapped me for space.  The new building will give me the room I need [and then some] and provide a storage facility which is far superior to my old one".  
There have been two 4000 liter temperature controlled tanks and two 1600 liter tanks added that raise his capacity from 1500 cases per year to 3500 
cases per year.  To keep all that wine cool, Ron had four commercial grade air conditioners installed.  "These puppies are the real deal.  They can keep all 
36,400 cubic feet of this building at a very wine-friendly 55 degrees.  And they can do it with relative ease on the hottest Texas days", says Ron.  

There will be some time before 
Triple R Ranch and Winery 
pumps out the first 3500 cases.  
But it is coming fast and furious.  
For now, Ron says to expect his 
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new wines very soon.  The 2005 Merlot is to be bottled November 4th with a release date of 8 to 12 weeks later.  He also has the 2005 Reserve 
Chardonnay and 2004 Reserve Cabernet Sauvignon that will be bottled before the end of the year.  "Watch out for that Reserve Cab, it will blow you 
away.  It is the best wine I have ever made."

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Introducing Triple R Ranch & Winery 2005 
Sangiovese.  This 100 percent Texas-grown 
Sangiovese displays a day-bright cherry color 
in the glass with a slight garnet hue on the 
rim.  The Nose carries aromas of cherry, berry 
and dried cranberry followed by a slight 
earthiness that lingers delicately on the back 
end.  On the palate, this light-
bodied red offers a zesty acidity 
with fresh red fruit flavors flowing 
through mid-palate followed by a 
clean and lively finish.  The 

balance of this wine demonstrates an ability to pair easily 
with a variety of cuisines and its finesse allows this wine 
ample room to be consumed on its own.
